We would like to take this opportunity to thank you for supporting your community throughout the year and wishing you and your families good health and happiness always. 
The annual National Night Out (NNO) event was held on October 4th. Many thanks to all who turned out to participate. It was great to see many families enjoying the opportunity to greet each other and share experiences as of late. The NNO is organized by Jayne Henderson and supported by many volunteers and Board members. Their efforts are deeply appreciated. Volunteers are always welcomed, so please lend a hand whenever possible.

The Board of Directors Budget Meeting was held on September 20, 2022. The operating expenses for the association have experienced substantial increases in insurance and electric expenses. An increase in the budgeting for Tree Trimming & Removal has been included. The 2023 Quarterly Assessments are $155.00 per quarter/$620.00 annually and become due January 1, 2023/April 1/July 1/October 1, 2023. Payments may be made through your banking institution’s online bill pay services, by personal check, or money order. Anyone requiring dues payment remittance envelopes may request them in writing by emailing or calling management. The 2023 budget is available now and the 2022 financial reports will be made available 90 days after December 31, 2022, both upon written/email request. 
Thank you to all the homeowners for paying the dues on time. Doing so cuts back on legal collection fees.
Please be reminded The Glens at Country Creek is a deed restricted community. Please take the time to evaluate the exterior maintenance needs of your house, driveway, roof, fence and landscaping on a routine basis. Please address any issues that may come up such as driveway pressure washing, painting, roof debris removal, fence repairs/replacements, and tree trimming or removals in a timely manner. Courtesy “reminder” letters are routinely sent to owners in an effort to maintain high property values within the community. If you receive a reminder, please take the appropriate measures to address the maintenance issue noted by the applicable due date. Failure to come into compliance or notify management of reasonable delays after multiple notices, may result in the matter being turned over to the association’s legal counsel for covenant enforcement.
The recent hurricane debris continues to be addressed and the Board appreciates all the homeowners working diligently to bring their properties maintenance needs up to date.

All homeowners need to acquire approval from the Association for any modifications or additions to the exterior of the Lot or home. Those modifications or additions include many of the maintenance items noted above and more. Please visit the website at www.glensatcountrycreek.com or contact management for an ARB form PRIOR to commencement of any work being done. Failure to obtain approval may result in costly do overs.

Please do your part in helping to keep the street drainage system clear of debris year-round by not blowing cuttings or sweeping leaves into the street. This is particularly challenging on Bent Oak Trail. If you contract your lawn service out, please advise your provider not to blow the cuttings into the streets which end up clogging the storm drains. It is also illegal and may be reported to the City of Altamonte Springs Code Enforcement.
The Little Free Library (LFL) is located at the corner of Buttonwood Circle and Leatherwood Drive. The LFL offers a great opportunity to promote literacy and education. It is also another way to get to know your neighbors.
Please remember to remove holiday decorations and lights by January 31, 2023.
